Thisisashort story about an American Isragli Jewish man named Aaron
whose rightsto Isradli citizenship had been challenged, because besides
believing in the God of Israel, he also believed that Y eshuais his Messiah.

Aaron’s claim, after over thirty years of study in the Tanakh, is that
thereisonly One God, the Holy One of Israel! And that this Great
and Awesome God of all the Universeisalso our Loving Father!

ThisOne God exists with many different Faces and Expressions
of Himself, as revealed throughout the Hebrew Holy Scriptures.

Y eshua isthat unique manifestation of God Himself who became
‘the Salvation of mankind’. Y eshua appears throughout the entire Holy
Scriptures under many different titles. Some of these different titles are:

‘The Messenger of the LORD’, ‘My Servant’, ‘ My Righteous Servant’,
‘The Mighty Hand and Mighty Arm of the LORD’, ‘ The LORD of hosts,
‘The LORD of lords', ‘My King of Righteousness' (‘Melchi Zedek’),
‘The Branch’, ‘The King of Glory’, ‘The Messiah’, and ‘ The Son of God!”

By current existing Israeli laws, Aaron had been accused of being disloyal
to Judaism and Torah, by believing in Y eshua as God, and dishonoring his
God, who said: “ Y ou shall have no other gods before Me!”

(Exodus 20:3 and Deuteronomy 5:7)

In the Isragli Court system, Aaron had been accused of no longer being
a Jew because of hisbelief in Yeshua as God, and he wastold that his Isradli
citizenship would be taken away and that he would have to leave Israel.

However, Aaron claimed that he had not violated the Torah, but that
on the contrary he had obeyed Torah, by accepting and believing in the
complete Word of God from the Tanakh concerning the identity of the
Holy Oneof Israel. Aaronisnot believing or worshiping another god when
he believesin Y eshua, asatrue expression of the Living God, ‘the Salvation
of mankind’. It isthe Jewish community who on the contrary does not know
or understand the deeper truths of the deity of their One God, as God has
clearly shown us in the sacred writings of the Hebrew Holy Scriptures.

A vell of Spiritual Blindnessis over the hearts and minds of most of
the Jewish world concerning the Truth of the identity of their own God.



It is the Jewish religious communities who have diluted the clear messages
of Truth about our God from the Tanakh, by bringing into Judaism so much
attention on man’ s teachings from oral religious traditions, rather than focus-
ing on God' s written Word from the Scriptures. Also, in selective Sabbath
Haftorah portions, most prophetic passages which would reveal the Messiah
Y eshua have been omitted. (seelsaiah 6:9,10; 29:13,14; Proverbs 30:6.)
God has strongly warned us not to add to, or take away from
Hiswritten Word in both the Torah and the Tanakh! (Deuteronomy 4:2)

The Main |ssueisthat we are denying our God, the God of I srael,
when we fail to recognize all that the Tanakh saysabout Him, including
His many Faces, Expressions, and M anifestations.

The Secondary Issue of who is, or who is not a Jew,
Is based on new and very unrighteous Israeli laws, which state that ‘you are
no longer aJew if you believe in Y eshua as your Messiah and God'. These
laws violate a Jewish persons rights to religious freedom, i.e. the belief in the
deity of Yeshua, as evidenced and proven from the Hebrew Scriptures.

This Secondary |ssue only masks not having to face and accept

thereal Truth: Yeshuais God’s Messiah, who hasalready
fulfilled most of the prophesied Hebrew Scriptures on the M essiah!

THE TIME FRAME:

This event takes place during the coming years of greatest persecution
against world Jewry, even much worse than in the days of Nazi Germany.
Anti-semitism has now reached its greatest and most terrifing heights world
wide for millions of Jewish people in the Diaspora. Multitudes of Jews are
now fleeing for their livesto Israel, from persecution in their own countries,
barely escaping, and having to leave behind all their possessions.

Israel represents for the Jewish people a safe haven, an asylum from
world persecution, where Jew’ s have God’ s Promise of protection from
the ever increasing resurgence of anti-semitism and great world hatred
both toward themselves and their God.

A brief history of thislegal case: Aaron’s case first began in the Aliyah
Office of the Ministry of Interior, in Jerusalem. Aaron wasinitially speaking
out for therights of his new Gentile bride, whom the Aliyah Office knew was
a Christian believer in Yeshua. Under Isragl’s ‘Law of Return’ for Jews,



the Gentile spouse of a Jew is normally guaranteed the right to have
Isradli citizenship, regardless of that Gentile spouse’s religious beliefs.

However, in the Aliyah Office it was aso discovered that Aaron was
adedicated believer in Y eshua, and aso a bible teacher of the Tanakh.

This case had gone all the way to the High Court of Justice of Isradl.
Here the case had been tried by al nine of the residing Court Judges.

The new evidence that Aaron had presented from the Hebrew Scriptures
in his own Court defense was so compelling, that reasonable doubt arose
concerning the validity and efficacy of Israel’s current Aliyah laws regarding
Citizenship for Jewish believersin Y eshua. This caused the decision of
Israel’ s High Court of Justice to be made in favor of Aaron’s case. Five of
the High Court Judges had voted in favor and four were opposed to Aaron
being able to keep his Isragli citizenship and remain in Israel asa Jew.

Aaron had presented new evidence from the Hebrew Holy Scriptures,
not addressed in any of the previous casestried by the High Court, proving
that Y eshuais so many of the divine expressions of God Himself, written in
the Holy Scriptures: That Heis both ‘ The Hand and Arm of Almighty God’,
“The Messenger of the LORD’, ‘The King of Righteousness', ‘ The Branch’,
‘The Righteous Servant’, ‘The King of Glory’, ‘The Messiah’, etc...

It was even reported by some of the Judges on the High Court of Justice

that the Presence and the Glory of God was experienced

both in the Courtroom proceedings and also while they privately read and
studied the many pages of Aaron’s legal defense, which were primarily
biblical quotations taken entirely from the Hebrew Scriptures.

However, because of this most unexpected and surprising decision of the
High Court of Justice, many of the Knesset members quickly came together,
infuriated as to how this unfavorable verdict could ever have happened.

They decided that stronger and tougher legislation on the Aliyah laws
needed to be enacted immediately, to put adamper on the precedence that
this High Court of Justice decision had now made. Their intentions were
to now make the current Aliyah ‘Law of Return’ even radically stricter and
much more inflexible for the large numbers of Jewish believersin Y eshua
now escaping to Israel from the United States and from many other nations,
frantically making application for Isragli citizenship at the Aliya offices.



THE SETTING FOR THIS STORY::

WE ARE NOW ON THE MAIN FLOOR OF THE ISRAELI KNESSET.

New legislation amending Israel’s ‘Law of Return’ has now just been
introduced on the Knesset floor to the whole Knesset Body, almost all 120
members present. Thisnew legislation is about to be finalized and quickly
voted on. Inthe minds of most Knesset members a decision has already
been reached in favor of these new amendments and changes in the law.

Most members of the Knesset are in agreement that this new legislation
amending the current ‘Law of Return’ will now leave no room for any new
evidence concerning Y eshuaas God and Messiah. Their joint decisionisto
quickly dismiss this offensive problem regarding Y eshua with a speedy vote,
and to get on to the more urgent and pressing matters now facing Israel.

Aaron had received permission to sit in on this special Knesset meeting,
to hear the discussions and the final decisions to be reached on this new
Aliyah legislation, amending the existing ‘Law of Return’.

Sensing the Knesset’ s unanimous unfavorable decision, and looking
ahead at the new wave of persecutions that will now be released against
other Jewish believersin Y eshua, with these new amendments,

Aaron suddenly uncontrollably cries out to God for help.

Andthe LORD appeared to him (Isaac) the same night
and said, “| am the God of your father Abraham; do not fear, for | am with
you. | will bless you and multiply your descendants for My servant
Abraham’'s sake.” Genesis 26:2,3,24 [How could Isaac see the LORD?)]

Jacob: (Jacob wrestles with God!)

Then Jacob was |eft alone; and & M an wrestled with him until the
breaking of day. Now when He saw that He did not prevail against him, He
touched the socket of his hip; and the socket of Jacob’s hip was out of joint
as Hewrestled with him. And He said, “Let Me go, for the day breaks.”

For God told us plainly that nobody can see the Face
of God and live! Inthe book of Hosea, we see the answer. The Man Jacob

wrestled withis ‘ The Messenger’, ‘the LORD God of hosts'!]
Hosea:

“He (Jacob) took his brother by the hedl in the womb, and in his strength

he struggled with God. Y es, he (Jacob) struggled with ‘the M essenger’
(Angel) and prevailed; he wept, and sought favor from Him.” He found

him at Bethel, and there He spoke with him, that is, the LORD God
of hosts! The LORD isHisNamerenown. Hosea12:3-5
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Appearances of ‘the Messenger of the LORD’!

Who is this most unique M an, who appears throughout the Hebrew
Holy Scriptures. We discover that He is an Expression of God Himself!

Besides being called ‘ The M essenger of the LORD’, He appears
under many other different titles. Let’slook at His Divine appearances

first as ‘the M essenger of the LORD’, and then look at His other
Divine appearances and titles throughout the Hebrew Holy Scriptures.]

[This Hebrew word for ‘M essenger’ is‘Mal’ak’ (Strong's # 4397),
‘amessenger’; spec. of God, i.e. an angel (also a prophet,
priest, or teacher): ambassador, angel, king, messenger.]

Abraham: (The Messenger of the LORD spares the life of his son Isaac!)

And Abraham stretched out his hand and took the knife to slay his son.

But the Messenger (Angel) of the LORD called to him from
heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” And he said, “Herel am.” And
He said, “Do not lay your hand on the lad, or do anything to him; for now

| know that you fear God, since you have not withheld your son, your

only son, from Me.” Then Abraham lifted his eyes and looked, and there
behind him was a ram caught in athicket by itshorns. So Abraham went
and took the ram, and offered it up for a burnt offering instead of his son.
And Abraham called the name of the place, ‘THE LORD WILL PROVIDE’;
asitissadto thisday, “Inthe Mount of The LORD it shall be provided.”
Then the M essenger of the L ORD called to Abraham a second time out

of heaven, and said: “ By Myself | have sworn, saysthe LORD,
because you have done this thing, and have not withheld your son,

your onIy S0N, that in blessing | will bless you, and in multiplying

I will multiply your descendants as the stars of the heaven and as the sand
which is on the seashore; and your descendants shall possess the gate of

their enemies. Inyour Seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed,
because you have obeyed My voice.” Genesis 22:10-18

The Messenger of the LORD speaksfor the LORD, as God Himself!
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Jacob:

And he blessed Joseph, and said: “God, before whom my fathers Abraham
and |saac walked, the God who has Shepherded me all my life to this day,

the M essenger who has delivered me from all evil, bless the boys; may
they be called by my name, and the name of my fathers.” Genesis48:15,16

M oses:

Now Moses was tending the flock of Jethro, his father-in-law, the priest
of Midian. And he led the flock to the back of the desert, and came to Horeb,
the mountain of God. And the M essenger (Angel) of the LORD
appear ed to him in a flame of fire from the midst of a bush. So he looked,
and behold, the bush was burning with fire, but the bush was not consumed.
Then Moses said, “I will now turn aside and see this great sight, why the
bush does not burn.” So when the LORD saw that he turned aside to ook,
God called to him from the midst of the bush and said, “Moses, Moses!”

It happened asthe
flame went up toward heaven from the altar, the M essenger of the LORD
ascended in the flame of the altar! When Manoah and his wife saw this,
they fell on their faces to the ground. ...then Manoah knew that He was the
Messenger of the LORD. And Manoah said to hiswife, “We shall surely die,

because We have seen God!” But hiswife said to him, “If the LORD
had desired to kill us, He would not have accepted a burnt offering and a
grain offering...” So the woman bore a son and called his name Samson;
and the child grew, and the LORD blessed him. Judges 13:2-5,6,17-24

[Manoah and his wife both knew that the Messenger of the LORD was God!]

Danid:

And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego, fell down bound
into the midst of the burning fiery furnace. Then King Nebuchadnezzar was
astonished; and he rose in haste and spoke, saying to his counselors, “Did we
not cast three men bound into the midst of the fire?” They answered and said
to theking, “True, O king.” “Look!” he answered, “I see four men loose,
walking in the midst of thefire; and they are not hurt, and the form of the

fourth islike ‘the Son of God!” ”  Nebuchadnezzar spoke, saying,

“Blessed be the God of Shadrach ... who sent HIS M essenger
and ddlivered His servants who trusted in Him.” Daniel 3:23-25,28
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David:

And God sent a M essenger (angel) to Jerusalem to destroy it.
As He was destroying, the LORD looked and relented of the disaster,

and saidto the M essenger who was destroying, “It is enough; now

restrain your hand.”

Now Y eshua was clothed with
filthy garments, and was standing before the M essenger. Then He
answered and spoke to those who stood before Him, saying, “Take away the
filthy garments from him.”

And | said, “Let
them put a clean turban on his head.” So they put a clean turban on his head,
and they put the clothes on him.

TORAH RIGHTSOF GENTILES (STRANGERS, FOREIGNERS AND ALIENS)
GIVEN BY GOD INHISWORD TO THOSE WHO COME TO LIVE IN ISRAEL!

The following booklet contains alist of quoted Scriptures taken from the
Hebrew Holy Scriptures, showing the Torah rights and mandates given by GOD
from HISWORD to the strangers, foreignersand aliens, who cometo livein Isragl,
to serve, and worship, and obey the One True and Living GOD, the GOD of Isradl.

1) Exodus 12:43,44,48,49 [one law] ... 43 And the LORD said to Moses and Aaron:
‘Thisisthe regulation of the Passover, any son of aforeigner (121) may not eat from it.
44 But any male slave, bought with money, and you have circumcised him, he may eat it.
48 Andif astranger (1) liveswith you and hewould celebrate the Passover to the LORD,
circumcise every male, and then he may take part to celebrate, and he will be like those
born of the land, but any of the uncircumcised may not eat fromit. 49 The same law
appliesto the native born ( 77rx ) and to the stranger (73 ) living among you.
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2) Exodus 23:9 ... Do not oppress a stranger ( 1) for you know the heart of a stranger,
for you were strangersin the land of Egypt.

And your vineyard, you must not pick the fallen grape twice
of your vineyard. You must leave for the poor and for the stranger (1x).
| am the LORD your God.
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4) Leviticus 19:33,34 ... 33 And when the stranger (13) lives with you in your land,
do not mistreat him. 34 The stranger (1a) living with you must be treated as one

of your native born (ko). Love him as your self, for you were strangers
in theland of Egypt. | amthe LORD your God.
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5) Leviticus 24:22 [onelaw] ... You areto have the same law for the stranger (73)
asfor the native born. | amthe LORD your God.
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6) Leviticus 25:23 * ... Theland must not be sold permanently, because the land is Mine,
for you are strangers ( o> ) and tenants ( 2°>vn ) to Me.
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7) Numbers 9:14 [onelaw] ... And if a stranger (12 ) lives among you and he would
celebrate the LORD’ s Passover, he must do so according to its rules and regulations.
You must have the sameregulationsfor the stranger and for the native of the land.
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8) Numbers 15:14-16 [one law] ... 14 For the generations to come, when astranger (73)
or someone else living among you presents an offering made by fire as an aroma pleasing
to the LORD, he must do this offering exactly asyou do it. 15 The community isto have
the samerulesfor you and for the alien living among you; thisis alasting ordinance
for the generations to come. Asyou are, so shall the stranger be beforethe LORD.

16 The same law and the same regulation shall apply to you and to the stranger.
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9) Deuteronomy 1:16 ... And | charged your judges at that time: ‘ Hear the disputes
between your brothers and judge fairly, whether the case is between brother Israglites
or between one of them and a stranger (7x).’
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10) Deuteronomy 10:17,18,19 * [love the stranger] ... 17 For the LORD your God
isGod of godsand L ORD of lords, the Great, the Mighty and the Awesome God,

who shows no partiality and accepts no brides. 18 Defending the cause of the fatherless
and the widow, and loving the stranger (11 ), to give to him food and clothing.

11 That you may enter into a Covenant with the
LORD your God and into an oath with Him, that the LORD your God is making with you,
12 in order to confirm you this day to Him as His people, and He will be your God, just
as He promised to you and just as He swore to your fathers, to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.

When he comes and prays towards
this Temple, then hear from heaven, Y our dwelling place, and do whatever the foreigner
(°101) asks of You, so that al the peoples of the earth may know Y our Name, and fear
You, asdo Your own people Israel, and may know that this House | have built bears

Y our Name.
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16) Psalm 146:9 ... The LORD watches over the strangers ( 2> ) and sustains
the fatherless, and the widow, but He frustrates the way of the wicked.

17) Isaiah 49:22,23 ... 22 Thisiswhat the Sovereign LORD says: ‘ See, | will beckon
to the Gentiles ( o> ) with My Hand, | will lift My Banner to the Peoples ( oy ),
and they will bring your sonsin their arms and your daughters will be carried on their
shoulders.

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In the Spring of 1973, in the San Fernando Valley of Los Angeles
County, the author, Richard Aaron Honorof, a Jewish man then age 29, for
thefirst timein his life opened up and began reading the Jewish Bible. And
the Holy Scriptures‘camealive’ in him, in that little one room apartment,
in Encino, California, as God powerfully showed up. For days and months

God continued to heal and restore Richard from his past, during the years
that followed. While studing God’' s Word, he began working on hisfirst book
from the Holy Scriptures, called: ‘ The Coming Messiah, The Son of David!’
It was the special collection of Scripturesthat God had first shown Richard
in the Spring of 1973, when he was saved. This book was published in 1992.

In the fall of 1998, Richard moved to Israel and became an Isragli citizen.
There he has published many more books to give thanks and praiseto his
